TAIWAN

If this is your concern, today, there are more than 300,000 foreign
Muslims currently studying and working in Taiwan. The island has
11 mosques which the Taipei Grand Mosque is the oldest and
largest.

Ranked 2nd Muslim-friendly among non-Muslim nations.

October 2018, the Taiwan Halal Center won a Malaysia Tourism
Council Gold Award in promoting a Muslim-friendly
environment and facilities.

Special amenities such as prayer rooms and facilities have been
set up in public locations, notably in transportation stations, such
as Taipei Main Station.

The Taiwan Adventist Hospital in Songshan District, Taipei was
the first hospital in Taiwan to be certified Muslim-friendly. The
certification was made by the Indonesian Ulema Council.

Most universities have set up prayer rooms and halal restaurants
or halal food Zone. There are schools with Muslim friendly
kitchen for Muslim students to prepare their meal.

There are around 285 Halal restaurants altogether in Taiwan.

Taiwan Halal Integrity Development Association, inaugurated in
May 2011 in Taipei, obtained the membership to a cross-border
halal food certification program which is governed by the
authorities from Indonesia, Malaysia and Singapore.
